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Origin of Entrepreneurial Revolution Networks

ER was first published in The Economist in 1976 and inspired a whole family of Entrepreneurial networks including Social Entrepreneurs (1978)

Actually Entrepreneurial Revolution goes back to a conversation my father Norman Macrae started with me after it was clear USA was going to win the race to the moon. 

This needs to change everything on earth. It is now clear that man will double spends on communications technologies every 7 years between 1946 and 2016 – that Moore’s law means over 1000 times more on communications technologies. In market terms: the opportunity to end poverty will be to view every global market sector as a jigsaw and redesign it from the bottom up. Globalization will spin one of tow opposite ways: the Orwellian Big Brother endgame or opposite Little Sisters direction which will need the Quotient of Love as much as that of IQ.
My father and I spent the next decade looking at ideas – my first job being at the UK National Development project for Computer Assisted Learning, University of Leeds. This turned father into one of the first journalists of the coming of the internet age in which distance would no long be a major cost in sharing knowhow
Our book (The 2025 Report) published in 1984/5 offered sustainability timelines on going green, mapping peace sans frontiers, redesigning health, education finance all from the bottom up and we expected world wide web and digital mobilization to connect trough the 1990s.

During the 1980s, I worked for a decade with a French partner of MIT in Boston. We compiled a database of what societies wanted from markets around the world. I specialized in Asean and Japanese markets. Through the 1990s, I worked with three of the world’s largest ad agencies and one of the Big 5 Accountants. I published Chartering new genre of books on valuing and communicating the most purposeful organizational partnerships in sustainability world.

My problem was very few clients, who were mainly the biggest Western Corporations, wanted to map the bottom up jigsaws. Indeed, in the 1990s most big corporates saw corporate social responsibility partnership as borrowing some other NGO’s image and only making very minor changes to how they audited 90-day profit-taking.
Family deaths, birth of my daughter and other mainly single parent responsibilities made the 2000s a period where I contributed to some large projects virtually and quite a lot of publications but on a self-employed basis. Then Father started his last project which sent me and 15 youth journalist to Bangladesh mainly to map how Sir Fazle Abed’s  BRAC worked. There we found BRAC had already mapped many market sectors such as - health, finance, agriculture, education – from the bottom up in two stages. Pre-digital 1972 to 1996 and post-digital 1996 onwards. However universal digital girl empowerment in Bangladesh means mp3 text-phone networking. A Clinton global discussion between Muhammad Yunus and Jack Ma in 2009 was an eye-opener. China was embarking on bottom-up redesign of markets using smart mobile platforms.

My maternal grandfather, Sir Kenneth Kemp, was Mumbai Chief Justice during a 25 year period of mediation with Mahatma Gandhi. Sir Kenneth’s last job was to write up the legalese of India’s Independence. So I have no doubt that this is the perfect time to unite all the knowledge India’s Collaboration Entrepreneurs and of those in China where the stepwise goals of China’s Dream are: end poverty in China by 2020; train 700 middle class to be smartest at serving and consuming sustainability markets by 2035 in partnership with all developing countries who want to linkin the same pathway; become a core benchmark of two billion person ecological civilization by 2050.

Your job description stresses empathy and translating different cultures in addition to social entrepreneurial zeal. There’s an issue in China which is it value livelihoods in an ecological age are seen as the first human right to achieve by making sure hi-trust trades are prioritised. It is opening up on all social issues and I know the nations leading open space facilitators but the order of opening rights is not yet negotiable. Nonetheless DC experts like Jim Kim know China very well as he hopes to design the ideal health care system there. Corruption is being removed very fast and 80 million public servants give the dynamics of China a communally grounded system that everyone can map open learning with while adapting slight different development priorities and hopefully encouraging China to learn to. In China over the next 3 years the biggest trading challenge is to find a way to win-win with India over decades so that the world’s 2 largest populations build people-centric economies – something that can also be Ashoka courageous strength to contribute to
